
1.	 552 Mill St - Dartford Historical Museum - In 1872 the Fond du Lac & Sheboygan Railroad built 
this depot north of the village. Relocated to this site in 1975. 

2.	 Playground Park - Site of the Sherwood Grist Mill 
3.	 Green Lake Dam - First dam constructed in 1847 to power grist, woolen and saw mills. Rebuilt in 

1905 by Victor Lawson to raise the lake for his Lone Tree Farm Estate. 
4.	 535 Mill St -Eaton Home - Cassius Eaton's family operated grocery stores in Green Lake for two 

generations. Daughter Zenda later operated a tea room and gift shop in this home. 
5.	 529 Mill St - Thrasher Store - Home to a grocery, early telephone office and horse powered ice 

cream machine in the rear. 
6.	 492 Hill St -Green Lake County Courthouse - Designed by William Waters and constructed in 

1898 to replace the 1863 Courthouse. Placed on the National & State Register in 1981. 
7.	 493 Hill St -Dartford Hotel - Built in 1881 by Velorus Root, later became Eaton's Market 

operated by Henry Eaton. 
8.	 467 Hill St - Methodist Church - Used by the Methodist congregation from 1851 to 1948. 
9.	 497 S. Lawson Dr. - McConnell Inn - The Queen Anne style home built in 1900 for John and 

Josephine McConnell. The original design has not been altered through its many years. 
10. Deacon Mills Park - Named for the operator of a Civil War era hotel formerly located on the 

southeast comer of Mill and Hill St. The band shell was completed in 1950. 
11. Boat Landing - Before roads were established, a fleet of steamboats were stationed here to convey 

people around the lake. 
12.501 South St - Ezra Whiting Livery - Opened as a livery to provide transportation to the visitors. 

Later operated as an auto service garage. 
13.501 Mill St - Dartford Historical Society - Originally donated to the city by Thomas Caestecker 

as a public library and later to the Dartford Historical Society. 
14. 506 Mill St - Thrasher Opera House - Servedas;) :~D~-'-:'
